The courses will only be available to children from our four Oak-Tree Schools and it is not intended 
for them to be limited to attending their own school – please feel free to choose the activity at 
whichever school is hosting it, nomatter which school they attend. 
 
All staff are qualified in their areas, have first aid training, hold current criminal records checks 
with the DBS and have been trained in child protection procedures.  
 
Children will require a packed lunch, appropriate clothing and footwear.  Additional water will be 
available from the school drinking fountains.  
 
Please make sure that your children do not bring to school any electronic equipment, such as 
iPads or mobile phones.  Instead, they are welcome to bring a reading or puzzle book to read for 
any breaks during the day. 
 
Places are limited on each course and demand is normally very high so please complete and 
return the attached booking form before Friday 23 March to avoid disappointment. Places will be 
allocated strictly on a first come, first served basis. Due to the requirement to meet the appropriate 
staffing ratios in advance, weeks will not be able to be rearranged or cancelled once booked.  
 
I am sure that these sessions will be enjoyed by our pupils and am pleased that they will have 
this opportunity to keep their minds and bodies active during the Easter holidays.  We are 
constantly looking to develop further our holiday clubs and we are already looking at our provision 
for the 7-week summer break to give you more notice of the courses available.
